The resident has estimates and had intentions on attending the meeting this evening.  Mr. Cowper will contact the resident to obtain more information and will present it to the committee as soon as he can.

He further mentioned that he and Mrs. Thurber visited another site for a Mr. Oliver.  They walked the entire sidewalk, and he has video of the area.
