APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTION by Kocis, seconded by Kolasinski to approve the minutes of the August 8 and September 12, 2017 meetings, as presented.   All members present in favor.
MOTION CARRIED.
BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR / VISITORS
Mr. Carl Simancik inquired about the township’s decision regarding the sidewalk traversing his driveway at 4420 Auburn Road.  In the past year or so, the sidewalk has sunk and created an area where rain water collects – and in the winter, freezes – causing hazardous conditions for pedestrians.  Mr. Simancik provided photos to the committee showing that the sidewalk is not of the proper thickness for its location at a driveway.  He  has requested the repairs be made by the Township, and that no costs are passed on to him as owner of the property.
Mr. Wood recently visited the property and also requested that personnel from the Engineer’s office evaluate the area in question.  Mr. Cowper reported that he has been in communication with the Township Building Director as well as the engineering company, and both concur with the resident’s assessment that repairs are needed. Mr. Cowper explained that the estimated cost of repairs is $975.  
MOTION made by Randazzo, to repair the sidewalk at 4420 Auburn Road at no expense to the homeowner.  Motion seconded by Kolasinski.  If actual costs exceed the amount in the motion, Fazal Khan will notify the committee before moving forward. All members present in favor; MOTION CARRIED.
TOWNSHIP PLANNER’S REPORT

No report from Township Planner.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
52772 Ihla

Mr. Henige informed the committee that a repair is needed at this address as a result of a tree root that grew back after previous work in the same exact location.  He also explained that contractor currently used by the Township has a very good method of removing the entire root to reduce the possibility of this occurring again.  Mr. Henige has also explained to the homeowner that if the same area needs repairs in the future for the same reason, tree removal will be required at the expense of the then-current property owner.  
ENGINEER’S REPORT (continued)

MOTION by Kocis, to approve necessary root removal and sidewalk repair at 52772 Ihla, at an estimated cost of $750, with the provision that the property owner is clearly notified that this repair is a one-time engagement and the township will not be participating in any future repairs if the problem occurs again.  Motion seconded by Kolasinski.  No further discussion was held. All members present voted in favor of approval; MOTION CARRIED.
OLD BUSINESS
52530 Mound Road

The Engineering office of Fazal Khan has determined that the sidewalk at this address (extending into the next property, 52700) is not ADA compliant.  An estimate was submitted to the committee last month for $21,330 to complete this work.  

Mr. Cowper stated that he has two concerns, one being that there is a resident who uses this sidewalk frequently.  His second concern is that the area is huge safety issue.  Mr. Cowper believes it is important that the committee either accept the project or not accept the project.

A discussion ensued about the cost being high, prompting Mr. Henige to explain that tree removal cost is included in the estimate, but trees would not be removed unless necessary.

Mr. Cowper then said that the sidewalk is not ADA compliant, and that he thinks it is important that the committee go ahead with the project.

Further questions on the cost of the project were asked, and Mr. Henige explained that this is not a simple remove and replace, but a total re-design of the sidewalk.  He listed the items that make up the estimate for replacement of the 110 linear feet of sidewalk as: 370 cubic yards of grading and removal of soil, 545 square feet of 5’ wide sidewalk to be removed and replaced, 461 square yards of restoration, and $2580 for engineering. Erosion control, permits, and $2700 for tree removal make up the remainder of the quote.  He also added that if the property owner wants the trees to remain and grants the necessary easement, the sidewalk would be designed to be re-routed, and DPW would step in to procure the easement from the owner.  The committee members present did not disagree with Chairperson Cowper’s assessment that this would a good project to add to the 2018 Priority List.
NEW BUSINESS

7680 26 Mile Road

Mr. Cowper received a suggestion through Mr. Peterson in Code Enforcement.  A resident called the Township Offices regarding the lack of a sidewalk in front of Shelby Veterinary Hospital on 26 Mile Road near Van Dyke Avenue.  Mr. Kocis agreed that he has also seen the problem in this area. Chairperson Cowper would like to add this to the Priority List.  Members voiced no opposition.
2018 Priority List

Mr. Cowper informed the committee that the Priority list is now live and available to be edited online.

NEW BUSINESS (Continued)
Software license for GIS
Chairperson Cowper explained to the committee members that the previous software license that was purchased this summer is not allowing the members to accomplish what is necessary to conduct committee business.   He 
would like to purchase from the Planning & Zoning department a new GIS license that has more capabilities within that system.  
MOTION by Kocis to purchase the additional license for the GIS system from the Planning & Zoning Department, at a cost of $100.  Seconded by Randazzo.  Mr. Kolasinski asked for confirmation of the term of the license, to which Mr. Cowper answered that the cost is $100 for one year.  Mr. Kocis spoke about the upgraded license and what he has seen that can be done with it.  Mr. Cowper commented that all members agreed with the purchase.
Correspondence
Mr. Kocis received a communication from a resident about putting in a short sidewalk segment behind the Packard Proving Grounds tie Ford Field to the neighboring condominium complex.  In doing this, there would be a continuous path from 22 Mile Road to 23 Mile Road without using Van Dyke Avenue.  Chairperson Cowper informed Mr. Kocis that this can be put on the Priority List, and that Mr. Kocis should just provide the necessary information to the engineer’s office.
ADJOURNMENT
Mr. Cowper requested a motion to adjourn, and Mr. Kolasinski seconded.  Meeting was adjourned at 5:57pm.
